ISHIKAWA Bunyo (1938-) is a photographer,
born in Okinawa. He quit Mainichi Productions
in 1964 and traveled the world with no money.
When he stayed in Hong Kong, the Gulf of
Tonkin Incident occurred, which involved the
United States (US) in the Vietnam War.
Ishikawa photographed as a freelance
photographer accompanying the US and the
South Vietnam army. After returning home, he
continued photographing postwar Vietnam.
This exhibition introduces the photographs
taken in the battlefield. when he lived in
Vietnam.
