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Born in Stockton, California, U.S.A. in 1921 as an Okinawan nisei,
Ansei Uchima went to Japan in 1940 to study and experienced the war.
After World War II, the encounter with Koshiro Onchi and other sosaku
hanga (creative print) artists, he burst into the world of woodcut. Since he
moved his field of activities to New York in 1960, Uchima has established
his unique style with the Japanese traditional technique of multicolor
woodcut print. His series of works titled Forest Byobu is possibly one of
the destinations in Uchima’s expressions. The pictorial space filled with
soft gradations was a product of elaborate calculations and the process of
printing woodblocks sometimes for over 100 times. This exhibition is the
first retrospective shown in Japan that traces the paintings of Ansei
Uchima from the early days to the last days.
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Isamu Noguchi, who had a close friendship with Ansei Uchima, highly appreci-
ated Uchima’s attempt to find the answer to the identity crisis that he faced in being
caught between the American and Japanese cultures. The life of Uchimaesehat may
lie in the deep self-reflection found in his pictorial space with which Isamu Noguchi
related. Uchima finally gained his own world of flickering colors after trying wood-
cut, oil painting, water painting, collage, and various other techniques to check his
styles over and over.
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The creations of Ansei Uchima have been placed in the Sao Paulo Biennale,
Venice Biennale, and other international exhibitions, receiving a high evalua-
tion. They are part of the collections of the Metropolitan Museum of Art, the
Whitney Museum of American Art (New York), the British Museum, the National
Museum of Modern Art, Tokyo, and many other museums. Please come to the
exhibition to take a closer look at his works, which have been highly appreciated
in the world.
